In Search of the True Light 

 by Mike Shreve

Basic Description: In Search of the True Light is a television series that has 

the potential of impacting the world in a very significant way. All 

programs will be based on the book by Mike Shreve, also titled In Search of 

the True Light, and will follow a similar theme—exploring what various 

world religions believe on key religious concepts. 
  

The plan consists of two phases: 
 

• Phase One: the production of a single one-hour telecast, projected to 

begin airing in the Spring of 2009;  

• Phase Two: the production of 13 one-hour telecasts, projected to 

begin airing 13 consecutive weeks in latter 2009 or 2010.  
 

These will be comparative religion programs, appealing to both Christians 

and non-Christians. Mike Shreve is uniquely qualified for this project, since 

he was deeply immersed in far eastern mysticism before his conversion to 
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Christianity in 1970 (a teacher of yoga and meditation at four Florida 

universities) and he has an in-depth knowledge of world religions.  
 

Subject Matter: The initial program will be on “The Nature of God.” 

Opinions will be voiced on this essential subject from recognized leaders of 

many world religions. Each of the thirteen programs slated for 2009/2010 

will showcase a different key religious concept (e.g., The Origin and Nature 

of the Universe, Heavens and Hells in World Religions, The Origin and Nature of 

Man, The Journey of the Soul after Death, What Constitutes True Salvation or 

Enlightenment? etc.). Though the Biblical viewpoint will be emphasized, the 

beliefs of all religions will be contrasted. 
 

Purpose: Since the “Passion of the Christ” secular television channels and 

networks have been eager to air Christian programming, but are limited 

because most Bible-based programming does not qualify for secular 

markets. Furthermore, most Christian television programming relates 

primarily to Christians. It usually airs on Christian networks, so that often, 

only those interested in Christian programming make the effort to tune in. 

This new series will easily overcome that obstacle. Adherents of many 

worldviews will watch these shows, usually out of curiosity concerning the 

beliefs of ALL religions, yet in the process will be introduced to Christian 

beliefs as well. The open forum approach will especially make the program 

acceptable to secular media outlets, since all major points of view will be 

presented and compared with kindness and mutual respect. 

 
Telecast Staging and Personality: To a certain degree, these will be “reality 

programs” (actually, “ultimate reality programs”)—at times going on-site to 

Hindu temples, Buddhist Monasteries, Yoga Retreat Centers, Scientology 

headquarters, Christian Bible Colleges, Secular university campuses, etc., 

possibly overseas to noted religious events and locations, as we converse 

with various adherents, leaders, authors and influential personalities from 

a wide variety of worldviews.  These will be fast-moving, documentary 

style programs with high interest video inserts, high-tech, graphic staging 

and dramatic re-enactments whenever possible—thus, attaining the highest 

industry standards for this type of programming. 
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Projected Goals: Five primary things will be accomplished by the 

television series described in this document: 
 

(1) Bridges of communication will be built to the leaders of other 

religions, yet without compromising the Gospel. Friendships will be 

forged that will surely lead some to a salvation experience. Thus, 

major inroads will be made into non-Christian groups and cultures. 
 

(2) Adherents of non-Christian worldviews will tend to watch these 

programs, both to hear what their own recognized leaders have to 

say, or to satisfy a curiosity to know what other religions believe, 

including Christianity.  
 

(3) Those who are unchurched and uncommitted to any religion will be 

drawn to watch the program out of curiosity, especially as it explores 

elements of the supernatural found in various religions. They will be 

powerfully exposed to the Gospel without feeling “preached at.”  
 

(4) Christians who watch will become more knowledgeable about the 

beliefs of other religions, and will thus be empowered to 

communicate their faith more effectively. 
 

(5) Christian viewers will not only learn the beliefs of other religions; by 

watching the loving interaction between the host and other Christian 

leaders with non-Christians on the program, they will learn how to 

more effectively do the same. Doubly empowered this way (with 

knowledge and example), they will become more capable and 

compelling world-changers within their sphere of influence. 
 

Variations Between Networks: There will be two primary versions of each 

telecast: Christian and secular. For Christian networks, the programs will 

be edited to be stronger evangelistically and will normally have no 

advertisement slots. For airing on secular networks, the telecasts will be 

more subtly evangelistic, yet they will still be highly effective in getting the 

Gospel message out to those who normally do not listen to Christian 

programming. The secular version will normally have advertisement slots. 
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Production Company: Grizzly Adams Productions is the company that 

will produce these telecasts. It is a well-respected, world-class, Christian-

based, family-oriented television production company, in existence for 

over 30 years. It is one of the main companies that produces Biblically 

oriented programming for secular markets. Some of their most well-known 

documentaries are: The Search for Noah’s Ark, Breaking the Da Vinci Code, 

Ancient Secrets of the Bible (series) and The Case for the Resurrection (a 

documentary on the Shroud). Grizzly Adams Productions already 

possesses contracts with many primary networks, automatically insuring 

airtime for the series (secular channels like Discovery, History, Hallmark 

and Sci Fi, and Christian networks like TBN, Daystar, and INSP).  
 

Mike Shreve will be appearing on a Grizzly Adams film to be aired this fall 

called There’s More to the SECRET, sharing the Biblical point of view 

concerning the extremely popular New Age DVD and book called The 

SECRET. This worldwide exposure will greatly assist our plans to produce 

the True Light films in the near future.  
 

To be noted is the added plus that Grizzly Adams also has a distribution 

contract in place that insures at least $400,000 in DVD sales per individual 

film. This partnership definitely sets the stage for success! 
 

Projected Cost: The first telecast on the nature of God will cost $425,000 to 

produce; the other 13 programs will cost $400,000 each (a total of 

$5,625,000). We can proceed with the first program before the funds are 

raised for the other 13. These funds are being raised from friends to the 

ministry two ways: by donations or by investment. We are also exploring 

the possibility of funding through foundation grants. The millions of 

people who will be impacted by these films is well worth any expense, no 

matter how great. Once produced, these films should generate a significant 

profit, which will help to self-perpetuate the project and production of 

future films—as well as helping to fund other facets of the True Light 

Project.
